For I tell you,
you will not see me again until you say ‘Blessed is
he who comes in the Lord.”

Zechariah 14:8 - “On that day living water will flow out from Jerusalem, half to the eastern sea, and half to
the western sea, in summer and in winter.”

Joel 3:17 - “Then you will know that I, the Lord your God, dwell in Zion, my holy hill; never again will
foreigners invade her.”

Psalm 122:6-9 - “Pray for the peace of Jerusalem: ‘May those
who love you be secure. May there be peace within your walls
and security within your citadels.” For the sake of my brothers
and friends, I will say, ‘Peace be within you.” For the sake of the
house of the Lord our God, I will seek your prosperity.”

Isaiah 65:18-19 - “But be glad and rejoice forever in what I will

create, for I will create Jerusalem to be a delight and its people a
joy. I will rejoice over Jerusalem and take delight in my people;
the sound of weeping and crying will be no more.”

Zechariah 2:3-5 - “Then the angel who was speaking to me left,
and another angel came to meet him and said to him, ‘Run, tell
that young man, Jerusalem will be a city without walls because
of the great number of men and livestock in it. And I myself will
be a wall of fire around it, declares the Lord, ‘and I will be its
glory within.”

Psalm 125: 2 - “As the mountains surround Jerusalem, so the Lord surrounds his people both now and
evermore.”
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8. Isaiah 40:9 - “You who bring good tidings to Zion, go up on a high mountain. You who bring good tidings
to Jerusalem, lift up your voice with a shout, lift it up, do not be afraid; say to the towns of Judah, ‘Here is
your God!””
